
Goldfield Property Owners Association 
Board of Directors’ Meeting Minutes 

July 20, 2011 
Fountain Hills Community Center 

 
Board member attendees:  Marty White, Bob Waldo, Tom Zollars, Randy Haines, and Bob 
Kammerle (telephonically).  Invited guests:  Don Anderson of Anderson-Nelson, Inc.; Bryan 
Glazer, sales manager of Cactus Asphalt; and Brian Daugherty, Cactus Asphalt. 
 
1. The meeting was called to order at 8:04 am (MST). 
 
2.  Roll call reflected the attendance of the Directors identified above. 
 
3. Randy Haines moved for approval of the June 21 draft minutes with an amendment to 
paragraph 8, Bob Waldo seconded the motion, and it passed 4 – 0, with Tom Zollars abstaining. 
 
4. Bob Waldo noted that Property Manager Mickey Latz had revised the draft letter to Clark 
and indicated that there would be a $10.00 charge for sending such communications.  Randy Haines 
moved to authorize Mickey Latz to send the Clark letter as revised and to incur the specified 
charges of GVPM, the motion was seconded and passed unanimously. 
 
5. President Marty White asked to skip agenda items #4 and #5 in order to hear from Guest 
Don Anderson.  Don Anderson delivered a report on his communications with the County, pursuant 
to the June 24 GPOA/Anderson-Nelson contract, elaborating on his email reports to Martin White 
of July 14 and 15.  Representatives of Cactus Asphalt joined the meeting after Don Anderson 
started his report.  There were questions and discussions concerning the County’s permit fees, the 
Anderson-Nelson cost to prepare site plans and permit applications, the necessity for and depth of 
soil tests, and the necessity for and cost of hydrology reports. 
 
6. Randy Haines moved for the Association to sign a revised contract with Anderson-Nelson 
dated July 19, which he distributed and a copy of which is attached.  The motion failed for lack of a 
second. 
 
7. Bryan Glazer and Brian Daugherty of Cactus Asphalt gave a report on what permit(s) they 
thought would be required and could be obtained for Cactus to chip seal some of Goldfield’s roads.  
There were questions and discussions concerning the permit requirements. 
 
8. Randy Haines moved to adjourn and Tom Zollars offered a friendly amendment that a 
prompt meeting be scheduled with all Directors waiving the 10-day notice requirement.  Randy 
Haines accepted the proposed amendment, and agreement was reached for a meeting at 5:00 pm, 
MST, Thursday, July 21, and all Directors agreed to waive the 10-day notice requirement for such 
meeting.  As amended, Bob Kammerle seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 
 
9. The meeting adjourned at 9:07 am, MST.

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Task3r Roadwey Improvements Design Plans and Speci{ications

The purpose of this task is to develop and prepars biddable plans and specifications for
the surfacing of approximately seven and one half (7.5) miles of unpaved roadways

within Goldfield Ranch. The roadways to be surfaced are portions of Vista del Oro,

Goldfield Road and Pleasant View. The actual length of the roads to be surfaced is

dependant on cost and available monies. The roadways are to be improved in their
pressnt location with no vertical grade changes. As such no detailed location or

topographic surveys will be performed as a part of this task. Th€ County will require that

a centerline profile and edges of existing roadways be shown on the Improvement Flans.

It is our intent to use the County's FY 2A00n0U, 10 Ft DTM Data for the topographic

information required to develop the improvement plans.

1. Prepare a road section design based oo the geotechnical report for the surfacing of
ttre roadways.

2. Prepare improvement plans showing the design section, widths of the proposed

surfacing, centerline profiles and locations of the proposed surfacing

improvements.
3. Prepare a hydrological report that identifies storm flows at all major wash

crossings ofthe proposed road improvements.
4, Prepare contract documents and construction specifications for the surfacing of

the roadways identified above.

5. Submit the improvernent plans and specificatioas to Maricopa County for review
and approval for the issuance of the required permits for the surfacing of the

roadways.
6. Assist the Home Owners Board in contracting for the surfacing improvements.

This assistance will consist of answering contractor questions, review of bids and

make recommendations as to the lowest and most responsible bid.

The services tmder Task 2, if started but not completed, may be terminated with two (2)

days written notice. In the event of any terminationo consultant will be paid for all
services rendered on a prorated basis based on the number of borings completed plus any

reirnbursable expenses incurred to date of termination.

Services associated with obtaining signatures and/or approvals of the affected parcel

owners in support of the permit applications are not included in the above fees.

Filing fees, review fees and reproduction costs are not included in the above fee and will
be billed sepamtely. All filing fees, review fees and reproduction costs paid directly by
Anderson-Nelsono Inc. will be billed to the client with a mark up of 15%.

A finance charge of |.S%oper month for late payment will be applied to any unpaid

balance beginning 30 days from the date of the original invoice. All expenses associated

with collection shall be paid by the responsible parly along with a service fee of 25Yo of
the unpaid balance.
